Note

José Antonio Font is areal estate developer who has dedicated many years to public service and Cuban
exileinterests.

Font was born in Havana, Cuba, on December 17, 1947. Between 1969 and 1971, he was personal
assistant to José Elias de la Torriente during the organization of the “Plan paralaLiberacion de Cuba,”
also known as the Plan Torriente. From 1971 to 1974, Font served as the national secretary for foreign
relations for the student group Agrupacién Abdala, hel ping to establish the Miami and Washington, DC,
chapters. He was a founder of what is today known as the Greater Washington Hispanic Chamber of
Commerce and was the founding vice president of the United States Hispanic Chamber of Commerce. In
1989 he helped establish the Alianza Democrética Cubanain Washington, DC, and later was a founding
director of the Institute for Democracy in Cuba, funded by USAID.
